The cost of the flu vaccination is $20.00. Vaccine is free for those age 60 and older or for anyone with a
Medicare card. Persons will be asked to provide proof of age and Putnam County residency (Driver's
License).

The influenza vaccine for this year contains three strains, including the H1NI strain.

The Putnam County Department of Health will also be offering High Dose Flu Vaccine for seniors age 65
and older. Studies have shown this high dose vaccine appears to be more effective in fighting flu for seniors.
For more information on this vaccine, speak to your primary care physician or speak to a nurse at one of the
public clinics.

For any person younger than age 18, the Putnam County Department of Health recommends flu
vaccination to be administered by the child's healthcare provider. However, eligible children 6 months
through 18 years old can receive seasonal flu vaccine through the Department’s pediatric immunization
