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FREE FLU VACCINE CLINIC

In recognition of National Influenza Vaccination Week, the Putnam County Department of Health is holding a
FREE public seasonal flu vaccine clinic on Thursday, December 8, 2011. Flu vaccine was received at no cost
from the New York State Department of Health, therefore the shots will be offered free of charge at the
December 8" clinic.

It’s not too late to vaccinate! Flu season typically peaks in January or February and can last as late as May.
Residents who have not yet been vaccinated are encouraged to get their flu shot now. Getting the flu vaccine is
simple, and it’s the most important thing you can do to protect yourself and your family from the flu.
Prescriptions are not required at the December 8 flu clinic and no appointments are necessary. The influenza

vaccine for this year contains three strains, including the HLN1strain.

Anyone 3 years of age and older who lives or works in New York State will be eligible to receive FREE
flu vaccine at this clinic. Children under 3 years of age are encouraged to obtain flu vaccinations from their

pediatricians. The clinic is scheduled for:
