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ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH ENGINEERING AIDE 

 

 

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS:  The work involves 

providing support to professional environmental health 

engineering personnel by performing a variety of sub-professional 

tasks directly related to the professional work.  Duties include 

ordinary responsibilities in relation to the execution of one or 

more of the specialized phases of the environmental health 

program. The incumbent carries out field inspections relative to 

subsurface sewage disposal systems for individual lots, realty 

subdivisions and commercial developments, in accordance with 

applicable local and State codes, rules and regulations relative 

to a water supply and wastewater disposal systems. Work is 

performed under general supervision of a Public Health Engineer 

or other engineering staff. Supervision over the work of others 

is not a responsibility. Performs a related work as required. 

 

TYPICAL WORK ACTIVITIES: (Illustrative only) 

Conducts field inspection for individual lots, commercial 

developments and realty subdivisions in which soils are 

examined, groundwater levels monitored and ledgerock depths 

are measured; 

Conducts field measurements relative to location of wells and 

subsurface sewage disposal areas; 

Conducts or witnesses the conducting of percolation tests; 

May assist in review of design plans; 

Records field notes on site development limitations, soils, 

drainage and separation distances; 

Conducts final construction inspections and records findings; 

Investigates complaints relative to septic system overflow; 

Prepares reports relative to field inspections; 

Performs a variety of related activities as required. 
 

Typical Work Activities are intended only as illustrations of possible types of work that 

might be appropriately assigned to an incumbent of this title. Work activities that do not 

appear above are not excluded as appropriate work assignments, as long as they can be 

reasonably understood to be within the logical limits of the job. 

 

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, SKILLS, ABILITIES AND PERSONAL 

CHARACTERISTICS:  Good knowledge of applicable code requirements, 

regulations, and procedures; working knowledge of high school 

level mathematics; ability to accurately compile information 

gathered; ability to prepare accurate reports and correspondence; 

ability to communicate effectively both verbally and in writing; 

ability to deal effectively with public and other officials; 

ability to establish and maintain effective working 

relationships.

a) Graduation from high school or possession of a comparable 
diploma and one (1) year of experience in the environmental

SUBSTITUTION NOTE: Post-secondary level education may be 

substituted for the one (1) year of required experience indicated 

above on the basis of thirty (30) college credits per year of 

experience. 

 

PLEASE NOTE: Education beyond the secondary level must be from an 

institution accredited or recognized by the Board of Regents of 

the New York State Department of Education as a post secondary, 

degree-granting institution.  

 

SPECIAL REQUIREMENT: 

Access to transportation may be required to complete possible 

field work assignments in a timely and efficient manner.
